Section 1: Project Cost Software Setup

Overview

This section of the User Guide will present setup options which may be used in Olympic Project Cost.

While Olympic Project Cost provides one of the largest feature lists in the industry.
It is important to know that:

1. Most features are optional.

2. Most setup is optional.

This means that users do not need to understand all of the features provided by Olympic Project Cost in order to
setup and configure the system. We refer to this as Tiered Complexity.

Most features that are not used in a given installation can be simply ignored.
No setup is required for options that will not be used.
This allows easier, more consistent and accurate project setup and operation.

As an organizations needs change, new features may be setup and used without interruption of continued
operations.

Olympic Project Cost System Setup Window creates the global system default settings for Project Cost. These
defaults determine the control of things such as General Ledger Posting Accounts, Labor Rates, and Project
Reporting Dates. Default pricing levels and markup percentages are also assigned in this window.

Operation

Next Transaction Number

This field assigns the next number to be applied to project transactions across all modules. Companies with an
existing numbering system to track projects may select their next tracking sequence number for continuity.

Default Distributions From

There are 5 default selections to determine how the general ledger posting accounts will default. The option
selected sets the starting point on the decision tree for the Distribution Accounts.

Disable Auto Open
This Check Box permits the user to disable the auto open function on all transaction windows for this company.

If this box is checked the Project Cost Auto-Open function will not trigger. To open the Project Cost Transaction
window with this feature active the user can press Ctrl + Z from the Microsoft Dynamics GP transaction window.

Default Labor Rates Display To:
This control permits users to set the default position for the radio button on the Labor Rates Explorer windows.

This setting no longer affects the decision tree on rate selection it only controls the view preference on the Labor
Explorer Windows

Project Cost looks to the PC Employee Setup window to see if the employee will be using either the Employee
Rate Hierarchy or the Class Rate Hierarchy.

Labor Rates include Billing Rates as well as Labor Cost Rates.
Employee Class isusedinordert o provi de fnGeneral o shop rates for

a company charged the same rates for each of their Carpenters and another rate for Pipe Fitters. This
organization could set up an Employee Class for each and then set rates to follow the class.

Employee master record is used to give greater control over the project costing process. An example of
using Employee default might be if a company needed to charge a different rate for each employee.

Labor Rate Options
There are 3 Labor Rate Options available to Project Cost i they include:

PC Standard Cost: Project Cost will use a Standard Cost Rate from either the Employee Class or the
Employee record.

Periodic Actual Cost: Project Cost will use a period process that will receive information from the payroll
system to recalculate the cost rate based on that periods cost and hours.

UPR Pay Code Rates: Project Cost will use payroll pay rates as Standard Labor Cost.

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Use PC Cost Rates as UPR Pay Rates

This Check Box tells Project Cost to use PC Cost Rates to create the UPR Transaction Batch.
If this box is checked Payroll rates will be used.

Post Standard Labor Cost to GL

This Check Box tells Project Cost if Standard Labor Cost is to be posted to the general ledger. If this box is
checked the cost will be posted to the General Ledger via a journal entry.

Use Price Levels for Item Pricing

Checking this box tells Project Cost to look to Microsoft Dynamics GP Price Level for pricing all inventory items
invoiced to a project depending on the project or customer pricing level settings. Leaving the box unchecked tells
PC to use the Default Markup Percent field. Items are then priced at a fixed percentage above the item cost for all
customers.

Enable Project Security

Checking this box tells Project Cost to Enable Project Security.

Require Reason Codes for T&E Transaction Edits

Checking this box tells Project Cost to require users to select Reason Codes . when any change is made to Time
or Expense transactions

Send Email Alert for Rejected Transactions

Checking this box tells Project Cost to send an eMail to Time Keepers when managers rejects one or more of
their Time & Expense transactions.

Enable Overhead Processing

Checking this box tells Project Cost to utilize the built in Overhead Processing functions.

Allow transaction processing without Pay Group Closures

Checking this box tells Project Cost to permit Timesheet & Expense transactions to be processed without first
closing the Pay Group periods.

Allow Negative Time Entry

Checking this box tells Project Cost to permit Timesheet transactions to be processed with Negative Quantity

values. Note: For systems using GP Payroll - the Integrity-Data Negative Payroll Transaction module must be
installed. For Non GP Payroll systems no additional software is required.

1. Change Password Controls
Enable Password Control
This control when enabled will require users to change their passwords at the set interval of days.
Users can reset their own passwords at anytime from the T&E portal without prompting.

All users must change password on next logon
This control when enabled will require all users to change their passwords at their next logon.

2. Password Strength - This control when enabled will set requirements for re-setting user passwords from the

Web T&E module. Please note that this control works only from the Web.
